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2025 Preliminary Budget
The City Council recently passed the 2025 preliminary budget and $9.3 million levy. The proposed 4.83% 
levy increase addresses growing needs in Public Works, Public Safety, Communications and overall staffing 
adjustments. Even with this increase, due to growth, City taxes are expected to remain relatively flat and St. 
Michael will continue to have one of the lowest City Tax Rates in Wright County.

WRIGHT COUNTY HWY 35 TO OPEN FIRST WEEK OF NOVEMBER

WHERE YOUR CITY TAXES GO

The Wright County Highway 35 construction project is nearing completion. The road is anticipated to open to normal 
traffic during the first week of November. There will still be some minor work to complete along the edge of the road 
before winter, but the majority of the project will be finished and open to the public. 
This complex Wright County project: 
•	 Expanded the highway from an undivided two-lane road to a four-lane with a center median.
•	 Added three new roundabouts for safer intersections.
•	 Created a new 10-foot-wide multi-use trail along the south side of the road, connecting bikers and pedestrians to 

the broader sidewalk and trail network throughout the city.

SNOW PLOW ROUTES | Usually starts at 3 a.m.
•	 12-Roadway snowplow routes | City plows 

Plowed in the order of what roads get the most traffic (i.e. Highway 241, collector roads, etc.  
will be first, and then followed by low volume roads such as dead-ends and cul-de-sacs).

•	 Two-Trail routes | City plows 
Usually plowed the day after a snow event except in high traffic areas like in downtown and  	    
around schools.

•	 Sidewalks | City’s sidewalk contractor - Same as trail routes

•	 No parking on city streets between 2-6 a.m. | It allows snowplows to effectively clear  

snow from streets.
